A very exciting time of the year has officially begun! 

No, Iôm not talking about deer gun season.  

 

Iôm talking about Advent, that wonderful season whose name we recall 

whenever we recite the Lordôs prayer: ñThy kingdom comeò or, in Latin, 

ñAdveniat regnum tuum.ò  

Last Sunday, Christ the King Sunday, we reflected on Our Lordôs kingship.  

Now, we think on the coming of that kingdom.  Jesus came once in history, 

of course, but he will come again.  He will come not as a tiny baby in a  

manger, but ñRiding on the clouds of heaven (Daniel 7:13, Matthew 26:64),ò 

clothed in majesty and power.  He will not be revealed merely to his own 
people or the kings of the orient, but to all people: ñAnd behold, every eye 

shall see him, even they who pierced Him (Revelation 1:7).ò  

Most of us, I imagine, are very excited for Christmas.  We are very excited 

for Christmas gifts and goodies, or maybe, we are very excited to see our 

sons and daughters, grandsons and granddaughters and to share their   

happiness.  Maybe we are just looking forward to the calm peace of a world 

at rest, taking in the silent deference the world still has to the miracle which 

took place in Bethlehem some 2,000 years ago.  

But let me ask you this:  How much more should we eagerly anticipate the 

next coming of Jesus Christ? How much more should we eagerly prepare 

and anticipate his second coming, and of course our coming to meet Him at 

the end of our lives?  Which is more important?  To decorate our homes, or 

prepare our hearts? 

As certain as December 25th rolls around every year, each of us will have to 

meet our King and Judge at some point in time.  These first few weeks of 

preparation for Christmas are wonderful opportunities to prepare for both 

comings of the Lord.  I hope especially, if you have not been in a while, that 

you will make perhaps the best preparation possible with a good                

sacramental confession.  

 

We will have a penance service with various priests Monday December 16th 

at 6:30 PM, along with our regularly scheduled times.  I hope to see you 

there! The best gift you can give yourself this year is a renewed relationship 

with God.
